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II. BACKGROUND 

 

The United States Federal investment in energy research and development can be traced 

back to the early 1960’s and grew dramatically in response to the Arab Oil Embargo which 

began in October of 1973.
1
  The U.S. government has been involved in various renewable and 

green energy programs since the mid-1970’s.
2
  Over the years, these programs have ranged 

considerably in size and scope.  The American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 

increased the federal investment in green energy significantly.

The following issues may be examined at the hearing: 

 

 The history and current state of green energy subsidies in the United States; 

 

 The history of green energy programs in foreign countries;  

 

 The net impacts of green energy programs on the economy and employment; and
