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Members Introduce F.C.C. Reform Legislation  
 

WASHINGTON – Rep. Greg Walden, chairman of the Energy and Commerce 
Subcommittee on Communications and Technology, and Sen. Dean Heller, member of the 
Commerce, Science and Transportation Committee, today (Nov. 2) introduced legislation 
proposing procedural reforms for the Federal Communications Commission, including a 
provision allowing a bipartisan majority of the Commission to meet under the “sunshine” rules.

“The legislation Representative Walden and Senator Heller introduced today builds on 

efforts already under way in Congress, the Administration, and at the FCC to make government 

more accountable, transparent, consistent and predictable.  For example, Chairman Genachowski 

has initiated reviews of old regulations and implemented a number of changes to improve 

transparency and the decision-making process at the FCC. 

“The bill, taking a page from President Obama’s regulatory reform efforts, asks the FCC 

to conduct a cost-benefit analysis as part of its rulemaking process.  It also requires the FCC to 

narrowly tailor conditions imposed in license transfers. These reforms would give the FCC 
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important tools for benchmarking and comparing proposed regulations, an important ingredient 

in helping communications companies invest in new technologies and create new jobs. 

“We thank Representative Walden and Senator Heller for their leadership on this issue, 

and look forward to working with them and other Members of the Commerce Committees in the 

months ahead.”
